If the retailer is
unable to take it, they must provide a place
within 5 kms. Empty oil containers can be
recycled. Leave the cover on and place in
recycle bag.

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Green Cart Tips

Keep cart sheltered and/or secure

Drain off excess liquids

Wrap food waste in paper

Place paper or boxboard on the bottom grate of the cart after collection to
prevent organics from sticking to the bottom.

If maggots appear, sprinkle crushed garden lime to kill them.

Bring cart back from the roadside as soon as possible after collection.
